The Lantmannen and ULS From Field to Fork scholarship is an award of SEK
15,000 for an outstanding student thesis. The thesis should aim to develop ideas
and knowledge that create increased value and sustainability in the From Field

to Fork value chain and contribute to profitable Swedish agricultural businesses.

Who can apply?

e You (individually or as a group) who, through a thesis, voluntary work, or research, have
contributed to increased knowledge and new ideas on how productivity and proﬁt_abii_ity
within Swedish agricultural businesses can be developed in a long-term sustainable way.
Please note that the subject area is not limited to an economic focus—productivity is a
broader concept. :

e The thesis must involve one or more parts of the From Field to Fork value chain and may,
for example, address—but is not limited to—improved quality, sustainable productivity
growth in agriculture, efficient and sustainable value flows, and more.

e Applicants must be students at undergraduate or postgraduate level at SLU Ultuna and
members of Ultuna Student Union (ULS). Alternatively, applicants may have graduated
from an SLU Ultuna program no more than five years ago and be members of ULS.

Applications and nominations must be sent to the ULS Secretary
(uls_sekr@stud.slu.se) no later than April 29, 2026.

The application must include:
¢ One copy of the thesis, article, report etc. ;
e A personal letter, including a personal presentation and a motivation statement
explaining why the thesis or the like meets the scholarship criteria

Please note that the thesis, voluntary work, or research must be completed and documented at the tim_e of
application submission to fulfill the application requirements. If there are multiple authors, the scholarship
will be shared among the co-authors unless special circumstances apply. )

The scholarship recipient will be selected by a scholarship committee consisting of the ULS President, ULS
Secretary, ULS Inspector, ULS Business Relations Representative, and two representatives from Lantméannen.
If necessary, the committee may consult subject matter experts for evaluation. The recipient will be announced
in May 2026, and the scholarship will be awarded at a suitable event during‘Méy 2026 by representative(s) from
Lantméinnen. ‘
